Saluting Our Volunteers

Pathway Home could not provide the service to indvidu-
als and their famiies without the commitment by volun-
teers who provide care to our residents 16 hours each
day. (An 8-hour night shift is covered by paid staff.)

Pathway makes it possible for people who are unable to
stay at home get hospice care in a home-like atmos-
phere. Families can and do remain involved in the resi-
dent's life. We do not restrict visitation.

Pathway volunteers provide patient care in the same way
a family member would if the resident was at home. Sup-
port from professionals is available if needed.

We ask you to consider becoming a Pathway volunteer.
Volunteers receive the training they need from our staff;
no prior experience or qualifications are required. Volun-
teers determine when they will be able to work.

Resident care volunteers work 4-hours shifts from 7 a.m.
to 11 p.m. each day. The shift may involve bathing, turn-
ing and repositioning, giving medications and other care
giver tasks. It also involves a lot of laughter, lightheart-
edness and great conversations.
